Arkansas Virtual Academy Bullying Policy

Prohibited Conduct
The following is a list of behaviors not permitted by the Arkansas Virtual Academy:

Disregard or disrespect for directions of teachers, school staff, or administrators

Disruption and/or interference with the normal and orderly conduct of school and school-sponsored activities
Use of profanity, vulgar language, or obscene materials

Engaging in insults, verbal abuses such as name calling, ethnic or racial slurs or using derogatory statements to
other students, school personnel or other individuals

Bullying behaviors that are intended to harass, intimidate, ridicule, humiliate or instill fear in another individual
Insults or attacks of any kind against another person

Harassment (posting unwelcome messages to another person) or use of threats

Posting material that is obscene or defamatory or which is intended to annoy, harass, or intimidate another
person. This includes distributing “spam” mail, chain email, viruses, or other intentionally destructive content.

Act 888 of 1995 requires principals to report to the police crimes committed by students on school campuses or while
under school supervision.
